Chapter- V
BERTIING SERVICE

12 Entry Qualification: Qualification required for entry into the Berthing Service shall be
Certificate of Compelency as Master (111) or Master (NCV) or Sccond Mate (FG) or Dredge
Mate Grade-l or B.Sc. Nautical Sciencee with minimum 60% marks in apprepate

12.1 On joining, an officer shall be designated as Apprentice Dock Pilot.

12.2 He shall underpe a training of one year under the supervision of the Dy, Dock Master
and appear befure hium for an oral cxamination.

12.3 ‘Thereafter, he shall undertake & further training of one year and satisly the HMP or
MMOH, as may be relevant, on his progress of training. On satisfying the THIMP or MMOIL,
he shall be eligiblc to appear for the Dock Pilot examination under Marine Service Board

12.4 Afier passing the Dock milol examination, he may be designated as Dock Pilot and
adjusted in the regular pay scale of Dock Pilot

Chapter-V1

REPEAL, INTERPRETATION AND RELAXATION OF THE PROVISION OF THE
REGULATION

13.1 Repeal: CALCUTTA PILOT SERVICE (other than Haldia Dock Complex) (Imaining,
Grading and Seniority) Regulations, 1990 notified under G.S.R. 24¢1) dated 21,01 1990 are
hereby repealed.

Provided that-

(a) Suchrepesl shall not affect the previous operation of the said Repulations or orders or
practices or anything done or action taken thereunder,; and

{(b) Any procceding under the said Repulations pending at the commencement of these
Regulations shull be conducted and disposed of, as far as possible, in accordance with these

Regulations.

13.2 Interpretation: In case ol any doubi or difference of opinion about the interpretation
and application of any of these regulations, the same shall be referred 1o the Chairperson,
SMPK whose decision shall be final,

13.3 Relaxation of the Provision of the Regulation: Notwithsianding anything contained in
these regulations, the Government, al its discretion, may relax any ol these regulations
mentioned herein in exigencies of work or situation, the reasons for which shall be recorded
In writing.
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
