DRAFT REGULATIONS FOR GRANT OF PERMISSION FOR CONSTRUCTION
UNDER SECTION 26 OF MAJOR PORT AUTHORITIES ACT, 2021

Under Section 26(1) of MPA Act 2021, Board of Syama Prasad Mookerjee Port,
Kolkata may “permit construction and development by itself or through any person, to make,
erect, fixed or remove within the port limits or Major Port approaches any wharf, dock, quay,
stage, jetty, pier, building or structure, erection or mooring or undertake any reclamation of
foreshore within the set limits and buildings and amenities required for the residence and
welfare of the employees of the Board, subject to such limits, conditions and restrictions as it
may dim necessary or expedient”. The port limit is defined in GSR 627( E) and GSR 626( E)
dated 24™ June, 2016.

Under Section 26(2) of MPA Act 2021, “in case of conflict between the regulations
made by the local authority and those made by the Boar, and the regulations made by the Board
shall prevail”.

Considering of large number of private and properties in the entire River stretch, the
following regulations and guidelines have been drawn up for grant of permission u/s 26(1) of
MPA Act:-

1) The Board may permit addition / alteration / construction / erection of public utilities,
parks, gardens, beautification, bathing ghats, with / without temporary shops and
eateries, jetties, and other activities including temporary embankment for ship repair
and ship building activities, passenger jetties, water intake jetties and allied structures
which essentially require a waterfront. Apart from these, any permanent construction /
modification of existing structure as per the local Corporations’ / Panchayats’ approved
plan, as the case may be shall also be permitted , and all such proposed addition /
alteration / construction / erection shall be subject to the following terms &conditions :

a) The project proposal / developer / land owner / authorized agency would be
required to undertake bank protection works based on detailed study report /
recommendation of the Civil Engineering / Water Resources Engineering
Department of any of the three reputed institutes in Bengal, viz. Jadavpur
University, IIEST (BESU) or 11T, Kharagpur. Subsequent retain concurrence of
SMPK to the methodology recommended by the institutes would be necessary.
SMPK may also suggest changes to be made in the recommendations this
regard.Till such time the bank protection work is completed by such project
proposer/developer/ land owner/authorized agency after due concurrence of
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b)

d)

SMPK, the permission given under section 26(1) shall be deemed as provisional
& SMPK will have the authority to revoke the permission for any non-
compliance. During the construction period, the Project Proponent has to submit
an amount equivalent to the FOC in the form of BG. FOC will be calculated
based on the waterfront area of the Project irrespective of occupying the area or
not. BG shall remain valid during the period of Construction with claim period
of additional 1 year.

The periodical maintenance/replenishment of bank protection as per scheme of
the recommending Institute shall have to be carried out by such project
proposer/developer/land owner/authorized agency at their own cost. In case the
river bank is damaged/ becomes vulnerable due to non-maintenance/
replenishment of bank protection as above, SMPK shall have the right to carry
out of the work at the cost and expense of the defaulting party inclusive of
additional 19.25% on the actual cost of work to be paid by the defaulting party
as departmental charges.

Provision to be kept for minimum 11m paid corridor fit for vehicular movement
inside the Bank Protection Work in the proposed plot of construction. In case
of unavailability of land for the said purpose, the developer/land
owner/authorized agency, as the case may be, shall take all possible steps to
make available such land in compliance to the loss of the land.

For conservancy purposes, a paved clear corridor fit for vehicular movement of
minimum 11m (3-lane) width from MHWS line at spring tide should be
maintained by the developer/land owner/authorized agency and provide SMPK
access to the said corridor as and when require. Depending upon erosion
potential of a particular stretch of river bank, the width of the 11m clear corridor
may also be increased.

All landscaping activities and plantation activities should be carried out outside
the said 11m paved clear corridor.

Once the joint inspection is completed and the MHWS points are identified, the
MHWS line to be shown on the site plan with respect to the outer line of plot
boundary towards River.

The project proponent will prepare and submit an Environment Impact
Assessment (EIA) and Environment Management Plan (EMP) study report for
ascertaining any negative impact on the river ecosystem in terms of the NGT
order dated 13.09.2017. This report must be prepared in accordance with the
2006 EIA Notification by NABET (QCI) approved firms (list of firms available
at http://eia.nabet.qci.org.in/Accredited EIA Consultant.aspx). Subsequent
written concurrence of SMPK to the methodology recommended by the
Institutes would be necessary and the decision of SMPK in this regard shall be
final. SMPK may also suggest changes to be made in this regard.

e) For applications for construction of Water Intake (WI) jetties, a Feasibility
Study to finalize the sitting of the WI jetty must be conducted by Hydraulic
Study Department (HSD) of SMP, Kolkata. The application for construction of
Water Intake jetties should mandatorily include the Feasibility study conducted
by the HSD in 5 copies.

f) No changing of bank line will be allowed and no encroachment into the river
will be allowed in the name of bank protection or otherwise. SMPK shall have
the power to remove any such unauthorized encroachment on its own motion at
the cost of the defaulting party and shall also have the power to impose penalty
as may be determined. SMPK shall also have the power to carry out the
demolition and restoration works, if any, at the expense of the developer/land
owner or authorized agency concerned as the case may be. The cost will be
inclusive of additional 19.25 % on the actual cost of work to be paid by the
defaulting party as departmental charges.

g) Restriction on construction of deep tube well within port limits would apply,
depending on the location. The concerned developer/land owner or authorized
agency shall be obligated to obtain prior permission from the concerned
authority including SMPK, in this regard.

h) In case of any unprecedented Hydro-morphological changes in the river or for
any reason whatsoever, SMPK shall not be responsible in any manner for any
consequential effect on the construction and stability of the structures falling
within the port limits.

i) Permission of SMPK and clearances from all the Statutory Authorities, as the
case may be, shall be required even for carrying out any temporary construction
or repair or renovation works and necessary applications indicating the nature
and extent of repair works to be carried must be submitted. SMPK shall consider
such applications keeping in mind the supposed impact on the environment; the
riverine channel and other relevant factors and the decision of the SMPK shall
be final. For the said purpose, SMPK shall also have the [power to cause local
inspections prior to grant of such approval.

j) The above conditions would be applicable in respect of all future construction
(permanent or temporary) irrespective of existence of already sanctioned plans
from concerned Municipality/Corporation/Panchayat.

2) The following should be submitted along with the application for processing No
Objection Certificate (NOC):

I. A detailed write up on the proposed addition/alteration/construction/erection
that is i.e project proposal.

viii.  Distance between the alignment of the top age of Bank Protection and the
periphery of construction.

SMPK shall have the power to remove any construction done without prior permission
of this Port and in such cases where it is found that construction activities are being
carried out in deviation the approved sanctioned plan and/or permission. The expenses
for such removal of unauthorized construction and restoration thereof shall be borne by
the project proposer/developer/land owner or any authorized agency, as the case may
be. SMPK shall also be entitled to impose such penalty as it would deem fit and proper
considering the nature of breach.

While applying for permission u/s 26 (1) of MPA Act, a processing fee of Rs. 22,000/-
per application + 18% GST will be payable. Apart from the processing fee, other
applicable dues/charges like foreshore occupation charge, impact assessment fees for
water intake, fee for beatification, etc. would be payable.

In cases of permission granted to developers for authorize construction, Foreshore
Occupation Charge and Impact Assessment Fees for 30 years as applicable will be
recovered as one- time upfront value from the developer apart from other applicable
charges.

An Inspection fee of Rs. 2.20 lakh + 18% GST will be payable prior to inspection by
SMPK team, irrespective of grant of permission to the party. Subsequent inspection
fees, if required will also be payable at 50% of initial inspection fee, that is Rs. 1.10
lakh + 18% GST, prior to each subsequent inspection.

All applicable Fees shall be reviewed from time to time by SMPK.

Endeavour shall be made to process applications accompanied by all supporting
documents including but not limited to the requisite maps, plans, drawing document,
permissions and fees, in the prescribed format within 45 days for property construction
proposals and within 60 days for jetty construction proposals of getting relevant



documents and suitability of tidal rises. For timely processing of applications the same
should be submitted as per proforma attached.

9) Any construction / extension/ modification within the property area of an existing old
building i.e. prior to 2014 will be treated as a new construction and will be subject to
the above rules.

10) SMPK shall have the power to revoke the permission granted (including that of repairs),
if at any point of time, it is found that such construction activity is affecting the riverine
channel, bank and ecosystem of the river. SMPK shall also have the power to impose
penalty if it is found that the project proposer/ developer / land owner or any authorized
agency is responsible for implementation of the project in deviation to the sanction
accorded by SMPK. In such a situation, in addition to the penalty, SMPK shall also be
entitled to and project proposer/developer/land owner/authorized agency shall be liable
to pay the cost of demolition of construction and restoration of the riverine channel. All
such payment has to be entirely paid by the project proposer/developer/land
owner/authorized agency, as the case may be, within 3 months of final claim by SMPA
in this regard, felling which SMPK shall have the right to recover such amount by
initiating appropriate proceedings against the defaulting party.

11) SMPK shall also have the right to carry out suo-moto inspection from time to time to
ascertain that the construction activities are carried on within the permissible limits and
in accordance to the approved schemes/plans. SMPK shall also have the authority to
direct temporary or permanent suspension of any construction and/or repair works if it
is found that the same is being carried on in deviation of the approvals. Such suspension
shall be lifted once the deviations are rectified.

12) The project proposer/developer/land owner/authorized agency must set up appropriate
effluent treatment plant and take proper steps to negate discharge of waste into river
bodies. Dumping of garbage and rubbish in landing spaces and port limits shall be not
be permitted and steps must be taken by developer/land owner/authorized agency to
dispose and manage the same as per SWM Rules without any undue delay. In case of
failure on part of developer/land owner/authorized agency to take steps in respect of the
same, Port shall be entitled to take appropriate steps for regulating the same and may
also proceed to revoke the permission granted to project proposer/developer/land
owner/authorized agency upon imposition of penalty as it may deem fit and proper on
a case to case basis.

13) In terms of Clause 16 (2) of the NGT Order of September 2017 in the matter of Original
Application No. 08/2015/EZ all applications received for construction within port
limits under Section 26 of the Major Port Authorities Act, 2021 will be consider by an
expert Committee consisting of the Director Marine Department, the Chief Engineer
and the Chief Hydraulic engineer, assisted by the Manager (Environment) and in his
absence OSD (Environment).



14) The above regulations shall be published by SMPK by way of paper publications at
periodic intervals for awareness of the local Municipalities, Panchayats and
Corporations and the public at large.

15) All construction activities carried out/ completed in non-adherence to the Guidelines
prior to publication of this regulation regarding without “Construction within Port
Limits” shall be regularized subject to the following:

I.  The party shall submit all the requisite documents as stated in SI. No. 2.
ii.  Endeavour to be made for strictly adhering to the Guidelines to the extent
practicable considering safety of the structures involved.

iii.  Penal charges to be paid by the party for violation of the Guidelines which will
be double the applicable charges which includes upfront Foreshore Occupation
charges for a period of 30 years, Inspection Fee, Processing Fee and any other
fees relevant in this regard.

iv.  Such construction shall not contaminate/pollute the River Hooghly in any
manner whatsoever.

16) SMPK shall the right to make such addition/alteration or modifications to the aforesaid
guidelines in line with the spirit of the guidelines and as would be necessary to give
effect to the same. All the decisions of SMPK with regard to permissions and approvals
shall be final and binding on all concerned.
